One young man that I’ve been reaching out to for over 6 years has FINALLY given his life to 
Jesus and is experiencing a life of peace and sanity in the midst of chaos. He told me today that 
he feels totally different now that he’s growing closer to God, compared to just 3 weeks ago when 
he was “using” and going insane. 
WWhen I first met him he was 15 and homeless, begging for food on the streets of Mission. We 
had lunch together and a friendship began. He’s been coming to Station X since then. He’s 
always had a wall up between himself and allowing God to take over. Until 3 weeks ago when he 
came with me to Historymaker Youth Convention. God told him to go, and God spoke to him so 
directly there that it changed his life. It makes me so happy and I celebrate that my efforts for the 
last 6 years are now seeing fruit in his life! “Jesus, please protect him as his life is still a mess, in 
physical terms!”
